Takahiro Sasamori was born in Tokyo, Japan, in 1975. He obtained his Ph.D. from Kyushu
University in 2002. He then served as a postdoctoral research fellow working with Professor
Norihiro Tokitoh at the Institute for Chemical Research, Kyoto University in 2002. He became
an Assistant Professor in 2003 and has been an Associate Professor since 2009 at the Institute
for Chemical Research, Kyoto University. His research program focuses on the creation of
unsaturated compounds with a novel chemical bonding of heavier main group elements. He has
been awarded the BCSJ Awards (2002, 2005, 2007, 2009, and 2010), the Inoue Research Award
for Young Scientist (2005), Progress Award in Silicon Chemistry (2009), the Chemical Society of
Japan Award for Young Chemists (2009), and The Young Scientists’ Prize from the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (2011).
